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Detour of Arlington Expressway South Service Road Planned Next

Road 115) from Mathews Bridge to Southside Boulevard, a detour of the Arlington
Expressway South Service Road is set to begin at 9 p.m. Sunday, May 19 and reopen
by 5 p.m. Saturday, May 25 while crews perform reconstruction of the service road after

installation of new drainage facilities. During the closure, traffic will be detoured as
follows:
