The roadway improvement project along seven miles of State Road 116 from east of I-

295 at Jane Street to Sand Castle Lane includes milling and resurfacing, base work, 

curb and gutter, drain pipe replacement and pedestrian safety improvements. The $30 

million project is expected to start in April and be completed in summer 2024, weather 

and schedule permitting.
