The project will add two general purpose lanes in each direction between 1-295 and I-
95, construct noise barriers at prescribed locations, reconfigure exits to reduce weaving
and widen bridges at 19 locations.

FDOT hired Superior Construction to complete this $176 million project in early 2025,
weather and unforeseen circumstances permitting.
