[-95 South: Wednesday, August 4 and Thursday, August 5, from 8:30 p.m. to 5:30 a.m.,
Friday, August 6 from 8:30 p.m. to 8 a.m. and Saturday, August 7 from 8:30 p.m. to 8:30
a.m., drivers on 1-95 south will be detoured at exit 352D towards I-10, continue on 1-10
west and take the Luna Street exit, turn left on Luna Street, left on the 1-10 east on-ramp
and continue on I-10 to rejoin 1-95 south.
