The U.S. 301 ramp to eastbound I-10 will also be subject to closures Sunday, Aug. 25
to Thursday, Aug. 29. Drivers southbound on U.S. 301 will continue to Normandy
Boulevard east, then north on New World Avenue to State Road 23 (First Coast
Expressway) and take State Road 23 north to access I-10. Northbound U.S. 301 drivers
will continue north to U.S. 90 east, then travel south on State Road 23 to access I-10.
