During the closure, drivers will continue north on 1-95 to the International Golf Parkway
exit and take 1-95 South to access the ramp to State Road 16.

Anderson Columbia Co. Inc. is estimated to complete the $31 million resurfacing
improvements by early 2025, weather and unforeseen circumstances permitting.
