Electronic message boards will be 

used to notify drivers in advance. Flagging operations will also be in place to direct the 

traveling public. 

GLF Construction is estimated to complete the $36.5 million roadway widening project 
by fall 2021. Construction completion estimates are fluid and subject to change, weather 
and schedule permitting.
