This is an alternating closure with
only one lane closed at a time.

e The eastside and westbound right or left lane of State Road 200 from Dove Road
to Still Quarters Road is expected to be closed Monday, November 9 and
Tuesday, November 10 from 9 p.m, to 6 a.m. This is an alternating closure with
only one lane closed at a time.
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e The intersection of State Road 200 and Arrigo Boulevard is expected to be
closed Monday, November 9 and Tuesday, October 3 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The intersection of State Road 200 and Blackrock Road is expected to be closed
Tuesday, November 10 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The intersection of State Road 200 and Miner Road is expected to be closed
Wednesday, November 11 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The intersection of State Road 200 and Old Nassauville Road is expected to be
closed Thursday, November 12 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The intersection of State Road 200 and Flora Parke Boulevard is expected to be
closed Friday, November 13 from 6 p.m. to 5 a.m.
